Euxton put in strong performance to come away winners against Hesketh Bank and 

keep the pressure on the top two teams in the league.   

Hesketh Bank made a strong start and came close within the first two minutes; Chris 

making some good blocks to keep the score nil-nil.  Villa got settled into the game 

after the early scare and came close after 4 minutes with Rob just missing from a 

corner.  Hesketh continued to look dangerous.  Scott defended well to break down 

another attack but Hesketh kept creating chances.  Hesketh came close to scoring 

after 11 minutes as Villa failed to clear the ball properly.  At the other end Villa 

created a chance of their own.  Jon passed through to Asa who found Danny open, 

but his shot went over.  Villa got into the game more and started to pressurise 

Hesketh.  Hesketh managed to scramble clear a succession of Villa corners knocked 

into the penalty box by Dalian.  

Villa got the first goal on 16 minutes from a good counter attack.  Bazza cleared the 

ball from defence to Danny; Danny laid the ball back to David who knocked a great 

ball through for Danny to run onto and score. 0-1 to Villa.   

Villa were getting on top of the game but Hesketh still looked dangerous at times.  

Scott and Dalian combined well to close down a Hesketh attack on the left.  Another 

long ball from Bazza found Asa who crossed to Danny – the shot was just wide.  

The second goal came from a great goal kick from Chris that Asa ran onto and 

passed to Danny to score. 0-2 (24).  Villa’s third came two minutes later.  David 

played another good ball through to Asa.  Asa’s shot was blocked by the keeper; the 

rebound came out to Lou – his shot was blocked by a defender but Danny was first 

to the rebound to score his hat-trick. 

Hesketh bank got a goal back shortly after.  A free kick just inside the Villa half was 

cleared but only as far as a Hesketh player who struck the ball well; the shot was 

deflected past Chris into the goal.  1-3 (28). 

Hesketh Bank had a player sent off on 31 minutes.  The half ended 1-3 to Villa. 

Villa started the second half continuing to play well.  Everyone was passing the ball 

well and closing down quickly.  Lou was causing problems on the wing.  Asa got a 

goal on 38 minutes from a pass from Danny to extend Villa’s lead. Villa were 

defending well and restricting Hesketh Bank to long range shots. 

Substitution (44 minutes): Baz � Dec.  David covered well to help out the Villa 

defence as Hesketh pushed forward.  Rob broke down the wing and fed a ball to Asa 

who crossed into the box for Dalian to score (49). 

Villa were playing well and controlling the game as the ten man Hesketh Bank team 

began to tire.  Dalian scored his second goal and Villa’s sixth from a well struck 

free-kick (53).  Villa’s seventh and last goal came from another free-kick.  Bazza 

kicked up field from his own half to Asa who made a strong run into the box to 

score.

Matt got straight into the mix with some strong play, good ball control and 

distribution to Asa.  Asa nearly scored but shot over.  Mgwazo closed down well,
